At the same time, each work re ected the hand of the individual artist in a way that adds
to its aesthetic quality. As the quality of all the works was on a par with that of the entries
submitted for the rst exhibition, selecting one entry over another posed a major challenge to
the judges. The winning works selected through a painstaking and complex process are all
characterized by outstanding quality.

We have published this catalogue to help provide a sense of the broad range of prints
submitted for the exhibition. We hope you will enjoy browsing through the catalogue and
look forward to future entrants in the 3rd NBC Meshtec Tokyo International Screen Print
Biennial exhibition in 2011.

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Comments from the judges

The 2nd NBC Tokyo International Screen Print Biennial exhibition attracted 246 works from
18 countries, including Japan. As with the rst exhibition, the response was quite impressive,
particularly considering that entries were limited to one speci ¢ print art technique, screen
printing, among the many used by artists.

For this year s exhibition we invited Professor Chung You-Hui, chairman of the Graduate
School of Printmaking of the National Taiwan University of Arts, and requested that he exhibit
his works.

Entries this year included many new artists, among them artists from countries not
previously represented, in addition to artists who had entered the previous exhibition as
well. All the works were highly impressive, and conveyed passionate messages. Creative
works by emerging talents, works by artists in mid-career utilizing skills honed over the years,
and challenging works by veterans were all gathered together in Tokyo from around the
world. It was a great pleasure to be surrounded by these wonderful works and to witness the
international cultural exchange facilitated by the charm of screen prints.

After several rounds of deliberation, the judges have determined the prize winners. All the
winning pieces have a clear concept, and demonstrate that the artist has the skill to clearly
express his or her desired concepts and sensibilities.

The gap between the works that won prizes and those that did not is very small. We hope
that this exhibition will serve as a catalyst for all entrants to realize their full potential and
ower as artists.

We are now planning an exhibition to display the top prize winners and a separate,
traveling exhibition of all other winners, for the dual purposes of conveying the charm of
screen prints to as wide an audience as possible and supporting the winning artists.

This second biennial exhibition attracted a diversity of works covering the full range of
silk screen prints being produced today, and it is thanks to these works that the exhibition
was such a spectacular success. Every time we see the variety of works from around the
world, rooted in so many different cultures, climates, and traditions, our awareness of the
signi cance and importance of this biennial exhibition is renewed. We will continue to hold
exhibitions like this in the future. We would like to offer a heartfelt thanks to all the entrants,
and look forward to receiving your entries for the next exhibition.
